








Board of Director’s Meeting
11/23/08 — Old Chapel, Castleton

Meeting called to order at 10:55AM with
George, Jennifer D, Jennifer B-K, Charlie, Judy
and Debbie in attendance.

We discussed the Banquet first. Jenn BK can get
the Middlebury Legion again (free) for the
banquet. The available date is Saturday, March
21. The plan is to combine the Semi-annual
membership meeting with the banquet to have
one travel day for everyone — out of bad
weather and before good weather. The plan
would be to have the meeting at 5PM, the
Dinner at 6PM, the awards at 7PM and a DJ to
follow. The DJ is a family friend and Jenn feels
she can get the service donated in addition to a
free meal. For the meal, we discussed everyone
signing up for a dish to bring within certain
categories. The club would then pay for and
provide a Turkey and a Ham to add to the
dishes people bring.

We are
looking into holding NEHC Western medal
classes as several of the Appaloosa people have
been involved in the past and they are trying to
promote the qualifiers outside of southern New

England. Minimal added expense to us. We
would not do VHSA affiliation this year.

Clinic — it didn’t get off this year. We would like
to hold it on/at our usual June weekend at the
Rutland grounds, incorporating show and
gymkhana events and have a BBQ. Jenn and
Debbie will work on this.

Everything Equine — We discussed what we
would do this year. The consensus was a booth
only — unless they come to us wanting more or
they have a need to fill. We felt the binders of
photos and framed photos were enjoyed by the
public, we will add to it. Possibly look into
selling some items as well — pens, stickers, t-
shirts, patches, can cozies, etc. We will also get
free promotional material from the ApHC and
ask for some financial support like last year. We
will ask folks to bring photos to the
Banquet/Meeting.

We will look into having prizes instead of
ribbons for all our events. Use a voucher system
or some other way to exchange a placing for a
prize.

Club Trail Ride — received very favorable reports
and will plan to do again in 2009. The date will
be Sunday, October 4™ at 11AM — raindate
following Sunday. George and crew did a great
job getting it to happen this year.

Elections — Dennis Hayward and Jan Lingner
have expressed an interest in getting on the
board. We can always use new active workers
on the board.

Jenn would like to see some sort of
membership card issued to every member
again. We started to bring this back in 2008.

$8167.28 in the annuity (surrender value $6908.80) for
a total of $11, 091.75. Janet/Jan, passed unanimously.

The event financial report was handed out. Every event
showed a profit.

Banquet was at Middlebury Legion, there was
lots of space it was very comfortable. Plan to return for
this year.

Everything Equine — this was our first year to
participate. We had a booth that was staffed off and on
over the 2 dyas by Judy Cole, Jenn BK, Jennifer DuPrey,
Deb and Lindsy Danforth. We had tables with binders of
photos submitted by club members and framed photos.
